Regency ReJigged perform dances from the 17th and 18th centuries, in the costumes of Jane Austen’s time, and accompanied by our own musicians.  

We have performed at National Trust properties and other historic houses and gardens, Georgian Fairs, traditional dance festivals, Christmas Fairs and at private celebrations.  

Our dancing takes visitors back in time to the early 1800s, when dancing was an integral part of social life in historic houses, stately homes and assembly rooms. The style of dance was elegant, graceful and genteel but with the liveliness that comes from its social function.

Our dancers and musicians provide extra interest and entertainment for visitors and add to the atmosphere by being present in costume.


The practical details

We can perform a programme of dances to suit your requirements in terms of time and space, indoors or outdoors, on grass or hard surfaces.  We wear soft shoes.

We need an area of about 10 by 14 feet for the smallest performance, including space for musicians.

We do not need access to electricity as our music is not amplified.

We can provide single performances or a repeated programme during a day, half day or evening.

We can perform as one element of a planned entertainment or independently.
